-All rules will be administered, enforced, and interpreted by the Recreation Department
staff, Recreation Commission and/or local authorities.

-Appropriate clothing and footwear are required at all times.

-No tobacco, drugs, or illegal substances of any kind are permitted in the building.
-Profanity, yelling, verbal or physical abuse, rude or boisterous behavior is prohibited.
-Any and all conduct deemed inappropriate is subject to disciplinary action. The Recreation
Director and Assistant Recreation Director will review the situation and make a
determination of proper discipline.

-Members and guests are REQUIRED TO WIPE DOWN all fitness equipment after usage
with a small cleaning towel provided at the front desk. Sanitizer and disinfectants are
conveniently placed throughout the building.

-We respectfully ask all members, guests, and visitors report all equipment malfunctions,
personal injuries, and concerns immediately to a staff member.

-The City of Brook Park is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged personal property
of any kind.

-The use of the Recreation Center and/or facility equipment by an individual, business, or
organization for monetary gain must first consult with a Recreation Staff member to
discuss next steps.

-Memberships are non-refundable, non-transferable and good for one year from the date
of purchase.
