Boys 5-6 Grade 
Boys (grades 5-6) will be playing traditional basketball versus teams from Brook Park, and other surrounding cities. Games will be played on Saturday or Sunday afternoons or evenings beginning Early-January. Some Travel is involved.

Girls 5-6 Grade 
Girls (grades 5-6) will be playing traditional basketball versus teams from Brook Park, and other surrounding cities. Games will be played on Saturday or Sunday afternoons or evenings beginning Early-January. Some Travel is involved.

Boys 7-8 Grade 
Boys (grades 7-8) will be playing traditional basketball versus teams from Brook Park, and other surrounding cities. Games will be played on Saturdays or Sundays afternoons or evenings beginning Early-January. Some Travel is involved.
Girls 7-9 Grade
